Goats with any of the following conditions shall not be exhibited and must be
removed from the fairgrounds immediately: a) Leisons of contagious ecthyma (sore mouth); b) Active lesions or
ringworm with resulting loss of hair; ¢) Caseous lymphadinitis as evidenced by a draining abscess; d) scrapies.

Animals may arrive after 4:00 P.M. on Monday, JULY 18, 2011. Animals must be in place between 7:30 A.M. and
8:30 A.M. TUESDAY, JULY 19, 2011.

No exhibitor will receive more than two money winners in any lot.

. Horned animals will be allowed on the grounds for the 4-H show in the Boer and Pigmy classes only.
. Each exhibitor must comply with the general Menard County Fair rules.
. All animals in Mother-Daughter class must have been shown in their regular class if one was listed. Dam's

registration name and number must be included on entry form.

. Anyone whose name is on the registration paper must have a EXHIBITOR’S TICKET.

. Checks will be issued within one hour after the show is completed.

. Each 4-H Class will show and be judged prior to Open and Junior Classes as the 4-H show is a separate show.

. All Exhibitors must purchase an exhibitor’s ticket.

. An exhibitor may make no more than one entry in any one class and receive no more than six premiums in the
